Since the re-establishment of the Islamic
Emirate, there has been increased
transparency and speed in the procurement
processes for infrastructure projects aimed
at the country's reconstruction.

These projects are being implemented not
only in the capital city of Kabul but also in
provinces such as Badghis, Faryab, Herat,
Balkh, Nimroz, Nuristan, Kunar, Kandahar,
Zabul, and several others.

Once completed, these projects will not only
lead to significant progress across various
sectors of the country but will also provide
direct and indirect employment
opportunities for thousands of people.




CONTRACT SIGNED FOR CONSTRUCTION OF
CEMENT PRODUCTION PLANT

In the presence of Deputy Prime
Minister for Economic Affairs,
Mullah  Abdul  Ghani Baradar
Akhund, a contract was signed on,
October 29, 2024, between the
Ministry of Mines and Petroleum
and the Turkish 77 Company to
build a large cement production
plant in the Yatim Taq area of
Jawzjan Province.

According to the agreement, the
contracted company will invest
$163 million in constructing the
plant, which will have a daily
production capacity of 3,000 tons of
cement. Ministry of Mines and

Petroleum officials stated that the

It is @ matter of great joy that today we are
taking another significant step in the field of
clean energy production. We are
inaugurating an important project in Sarubi
District, Kabul—the Naghlu Solar Power
Project. This initiative not only strengthens
our nation’s resilience against climate
change and addresses Afghanistan’s need
for sustainable, clean energy, but it also
contributes significantly to global efforts in
preserving the environment.

This project is being launched under a
Public-Private Partnership (PPP) agreement
between Da Afghanistan Breshna Sherkat
and the 77 and Zolaristan Companies. It will
have a production capacity of 22.75
megawatts.

Historically, Afghanistan has been heavily
dependent on imported electricity, with a
significant portion of our national budget
allocated for the payment of imported

power. Not only is imported electricity
costly for our country, but it is also not a
reliable or sustainable source. For this
reason, projects like this, which generate
electricity domestically, can gradually
reduce our reliance on foreign energy. By
utilizing our internal resources more
efficiently, we can become self-reliant in
energy production.

Projects like this one, which harness solar
energy, provide an affordable energy
source, reduce the emission of harmful
gases, help in combating climate change,
and ensure energy stability and
sustainability. Moreover, such projects
increase investment, production capacity,
and employment opportunities in the
country, prevent the outflow of foreign
currency, and significantly contribute to the
overall economic growth of the nation.

A key point | want to emphasize here is that
Afghanistan has played no role in the global
climate crisis. However, our country has
suffered the negative impacts of climate
change caused by major industrial and
manufacturing  nations.  Unfortunately,
many clean energy projects that were
initiated under the previous regime have
